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Missions Moment  
 

For some time now, I have been telling you about the growing deficit of our 
support account.  Between the devalued dollar and the struggling US economy, 
we have found ourselves to be falling further and further behind.  We have now 
reached the conclusion that we need to return to the States for a period of time 
to do some additional fund raising.  At this point, I would estimate that time 
period to be from 1-2 years.  Although it is normal for missionaries to return 
occasionally to raise additional funds and reconnect with their supporters, when 
you have children in school, those transitions are anything but ordinary.  We have 
shared moments of tears with the kids as we talk about the details of this 
transition.  And as you can imagine, this affects them greatly. 
 
But there have also been moments of excitement.  The kids are back in the States 
for the first time in 3+ years - and they have enjoyed being here 
again.  Reconnecting with family and friends - eating their favorite foods - seeing 
familiar places - these have all been positive experiences for them.  They also 
have good friends in the Bristol, TN/VA area where we are currently 
staying.  Because of this (and because it's probably the cheapest place to live in 
the States), we have decided to locate here for the immediate future.  We have 
enrolled the kids in Tri-Cities Christian school (half tuition for missionaries!), 
and the boys are already working out each day with the football team. 
Because school starts on August 11, it just doesn't make sense to spend the extra 
money to get Janie and the kids back to England.  So they will be staying here 
while Philip and I go back to pack up the house.  And while this is practical, it is 
also painful for them.  Since we came to these decisions while here in the States, 
none of us had the opportunity to say goodbye to our friends back in 
England.  And this has increased the tears on both sides of the pond! 
 
We obviously are in need of your prayers during this time.  For this week, as we 
celebrate Melissa and Drew's wedding.  For the immediate days ahead, we need 
to find housing, cars, furniture, etc.  During the next month, we need wisdom 
about how to pack and distribute our household items (too expensive to store or 
ship) to friends there in the UK.  We also need for God to supply a renter to take 
our current house, so that we are not liable for the ongoing rent through March 
2009.  We need prayers for a healthy transition to the US, to school for the kids, 
and to a new life.  We need prayers for God to supply our support (to erase the 
deficit and to build up a healthy support account).  But mostly we need a renewed 
sense of God's presence as we move our way through a world that seems to be 
spinning around us.
