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Missions Moment  
Hello Praying Friends,      July 19, 2008 
 

This update comes to you from North Africa where I have been for the past week. It's 
great to be back in North Africa, feeling the hot summer days, hearing all the car 
horns, the mosque call to prayers, seeing old friends, and just settling in a bit for the 
summer. I'm planning to be here through the end of August if all goes as planned. 
 

For the past month I have been in Belgium working on the Hope Brussels Mission 
Project. It was a wonderful experience, though at times quite exhausting. My role 
was to lead a team of nine people from all over the world (members from Scotland, 
Canada, USA, Holland, Egypt). We worked with an Arab church in the city doing a 
kids club, and passing out Bibles, Jesus Films, and other literature to Muslims in the 
area. I also was asked to do some of the Bible teaching during main group times with 
the rest of the project. Our team had many opportunities to engage in serious 
conversations with Muslims during our time. We had two Egyptian believers on our 
team so their ability to speak fluent Arabic offered them some great open doors for 
evangelism.  Below I will list a few names of people you can pray for. 
 

Now it's back to work in North Africa and I'm looking forward to meeting up with 
old friends and continuing to find occasions to further communicate God's love to 
them in Jesus. I mentioned in a previous update that one of my old friends is very 
close to putting his trust in Christ. We can be praying for him.  Unfortunately, I can't 
seem to remember the alias name I have given him before so I will just call him 
"Ben" for now, as that's the closest to his real Arabic name. 
 

Finally, I have been experiencing some health problems over the past several months 
that have put a burden on my ability to get out and do ministry. While in Brussels I 
had lab tests done which revealed I have some parasites.  I'm getting further testing 
done here in N. Africa as I just went to the lab today.  My energy level is really low 
these days. More than likely it’s something I've picked up after living here for five 
years, but is only now starting to takes it's toll. Please pray for healing.  
 

Here are some requests: 
- Opportunities to witness to friends here in N. Africa 
- Pray for Sanaa, Hicham, Faris, Wassim, and many other Muslims who heard about 
      Jesus during my time in Brussels. Pray for their salvation! 
- Health issues. Pray for healing and a restoring of my energy.
