Because Communion is a 
sacrament of the church, all are welcome to partake who are baptized 
members in good standing in an evangelical church (a church where the 
gospel is loved and proclaimed). It is our request that children not 
participate in the Lord's Supper until they themselves have become 
communing members of such church. We come not as those who are 
intrinsically righteous, but as those who have been given through grace 
the righteousness of our perfect Redeemer. So, while we repent of 
known sins as we come, we recognize our righteousness before the 
Father is completely dependent on the accomplishment of Jesus Christ 
for His people. Reflect on the work Jesus did for you and receive the 
grace offered to you in these elements.

The Sacraments  
Sacraments are holy signs and seals of the covenant of grace.  
 
They were directly instituted by God to represent Christ and his benefits 
and to confirm our relationship to him. They are also intended to make 
a visible distinction between those who belong to the church and the 
rest of the world, and solemnly to bind Christians to the service of God 
in Christ, according to his Word. 
 
Our Lord Jesus, on the night when He was betrayed, instituted the 
sacrament of His body and blood, called the Lord’s Supper.  It is to be 
observed in His church until the end of the age for the perpetual 
remembrance of the sacrifice of Himself in His death, for the sealing of 
all the benefits of that death unto true believers, for their spiritual 
nourishment and growth in Him, for their increased commitment to 
perform all the duties which they owe to Him, and for a bond and 
pledge of their fellowship with Him and with each other as members of 
His mystical body.
